This includes support for the Premier, the Minister of State for Intergovernmental Relations and
Cabinet participation in First Ministers' Conferences, Premiers' Conferences, ministerial conferences, and international conferences. The sub-vote 
manages "The Canada-British Columbia General Agreement on the Promotion of Official Languages". This sub-vote also provides for costs of official 
ceremonies, programs for visiting dignitaries, government-hosted functions, and government honours and awards by authority of the Provincial
Symbols and Honours Act. A portion of costs associated with these services may be recovered from ministries, special offices, other levels of
government, and participating bodies.
